WISSOTA TRAVEL CASE

WARNING:  Follow all directions and warnings on the labels affixed to the travel case.

WARNING:  Read and understand Owners Manual before operating the machine.  Bring 

the Owners Manual with you when you travel.

WARNING:   Don’t over-tighten the fasteners that hold a spare wheel onto the foam pad.  Snug is enough.  Over-tightening could break the grinding wheel.

Do not remove plywood from case.  To remove from case, unbolt machine from plywood.

The machine can be used without removing it from the case.

NOTE !  Dust and grit can accumulate in the groove in the aluminum case rim (bottom 

Half).  This will keep the case from closing correctly.

Clean dust out of the groove before closing the case !

The foam blocks in the top half of the case should put light pressure on the machine when 

the case is closed.  The foam can be trimmed to decrease pressure.  A thickness of cloth 

towel could be placed on the machine to increase pressure.

If you anticipate abusive handling during transport, you may wedge additional cushioning 

around the machine.
